
Scripture Reading 

 

Luke 24:13-35 (NIV)  
13  Now that same day two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about 

seven miles from Jerusalem. 14  They were talking with each other about everything 

that had happened. 15  As they talked and discussed these things with each other, 

Jesus himself came up and walked along with them; 16  but they were kept from 

recognizing him. 17  He asked them, "What are you discussing together as you walk 

along?" They stood still, their faces downcast. 18  One of them, named Cleopas, 

asked him, "Are you only a visitor to Jerusalem and do not know the things that 

have happened there in these days?" 19  "What things?" he asked. "About Jesus of 

Nazareth," they replied. "He was a prophet, powerful in word and deed before God 

and all the people. 20  The chief priests and our rulers handed him over to be 

sentenced to death, and they crucified him; 21  but we had hoped that he was the 

one who was going to redeem Israel. And what is more, it is the third day since all 

this took place. 22  In addition, some of our women amazed us. They went to the 

tomb early this morning 23  but didn't find his body. They came and told us that 

they had seen a vision of angels, who said he was alive. 24  Then some of our 

companions went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said, but him 

they did not see." 25  He said to them, "How foolish you are, and how slow of heart 

to believe all that the prophets have spoken! 26  Did not the Christ have to suffer 

these things and then enter his glory?" 27  And beginning with Moses and all the 

Prophets, he explained to them what was said in all the Scriptures concerning 

himself. 28  As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus acted as 

if he were going farther. 29  But they urged him strongly, "Stay with us, for it is 

nearly evening; the day is almost over." So he went in to stay with them. 30  When 

he was at the table with them, he took bread, gave thanks, broke it and began to 

give it to them. 31  Then their eyes were opened and they recognized him, and he 

disappeared from their sight. 32  They asked each other, "Were not our hearts 

burning within us while he talked with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to 

us?" 33  They got up and returned at once to Jerusalem. There they found the Eleven 

and those with them, assembled together 34  and saying, "It is true! The Lord has 

risen and has appeared to Simon." 35  Then the two told what had happened on the 

way, and how Jesus was recognized by them when he broke the bread.  

 

1. We had hoped 

 

Luke 24:20-21 (NIV)  
20  The chief priests and our rulers handed him over to be sentenced to death, and 



they crucified him; 21  but we had hoped that he was the one who was going to 

redeem Israel.  

 

2. Jesus is the fulfillment of Israel’s scripture 

 

Luke 24:22-26 (NIV)  
22  In addition, some of our women amazed us. They went to the tomb early this 

morning 23  but didn't find his body.

Leviticus 23:5 (NIV)  
5  The LORD's Passover begins at twilight on the fourteenth day of the first month.  

 

Exodus 12:5-7 (NIV)  
5  The animals you choose must be year-old males without defect, and you may 

take them from the sheep or the goats. 6  Take care of them until the fourteenth day 

of the month, when all the people of the community of Israel must slaughter them 

at twilight. 7  Then they are to take some of the blood and put it on the sides and 

tops of the doorframes of the houses where they eat the lambs.  

 

John 1:29 (NIV)  
29  The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, "Look, the Lamb of 

God, who takes away the sin of the world!  

 

Matthew 26:27-28 (NIV)  
27  Then he took the cup, gave thanks and offered it to them, saying, "Drink from it, 

all of you. 28  This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for 

the forgiveness of sins.  

 

Leviticus 23:6 (NIV)  
6  On the fifteenth day of that month the LORD's Feast of Unleavened Bread 

begins; for seven days you must eat bread made without yeast. 

 



John 6:35 (NIV)  
35  Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go 

hungry, and he who believes in me will never be thirsty. 
 

Leviticus 23:10-11 (NIV)  
10  "Speak to the Israelites and say to them: 'When you enter the land I am going to 

give you and you reap its harvest, bring to the priest a sheaf of the first grain you 

harvest. 11  He is to wave the sheaf before the LORD so it will be accepted on your 

behalf; the priest is to wave it on the day after the Sabbath. 

 
1 Corinthians 15:22-24 (NIV)  
22  For as in Adam all die, so in Christ all will be made alive. 23  But each in his 

own turn: Christ, the firstfruits; then, when he comes, those who belong to him. 
24  Then the end will come, when he hands over the kingdom to God the Father 

after he has destroyed all dominion, authority and power. 

 
Matthew 27:51-53 (NIV)  
51  At that moment the curtain of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom. 

The earth shook and the rocks split. 52  The tombs broke open and the bodies of 

many holy people who had died were raised to life. 53  They came out of the tombs, 

and after Jesus' resurrection they went into the holy city and appeared to many 

people. 

 

3. Supper to supper to supper 

 

Luke 24:30-31 (NIV)  
30  When he was at the table with them, he took bread, gave thanks, broke it and 

began to give it to them. 31  Then their eyes were opened and they recognized him, 

and he disappeared from their sight. 

 

Genesis 3:6 (NIV)  
6  When the woman saw that the fruit of the tree was good for food and pleasing to 

the eye, and also desirable for gaining wisdom, she took some and ate it. She also 

gave some to her husband, who was with her, and he ate it. 

 

Matthew 26:26 (NIV)  
26  While they were eating, Jesus took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it 

to his disciples, saying, "Take and eat; this is my body."
